
INVITATION TO TENDER

Morupule Coal Mine is located 7 km northwest of the urbanised village of Palapye (the fastest growing centre
outside the capital city of Gaborone), along the Serowe-Palapye national highway (A14). The company’s vision is
‘To be a partner of choice in the global coal transition’.

The Invitation to Tender (ITT) plays a critical role as an integral component of the Citizen Economic
Empowerment Programme (CEEP).

 Supply PVG/PVC Solid woven, fire-retardant conveyor of length 300m x 1050mm, 2mm top
cover and 2mm bottom cover, Class 1250KN/m

 Supply PVG/PVC Solid woven, fire-retardant conveyor of length 300m x 1200mm, 2mm top
cover and 2mm bottom cover, Class 1250KN/m

 Supply PVG/PVC Solid woven, fire-retardant conveyor of length 300m x 1350mm, 2mm top
cover and 2mm bottom cover, Class 1250KN/m

 All supplied conveyor belts should have tensile strength tested.

conveyors against harsh weather conditions.
